From the early 18th Century, artisans fashioned
spurs, stirrups, buckles, asado knives and mate pots from Argentine silver as a way
for the gaucho to carry his wealth.

Made with typical Argentine passion, using only the best quality grapes from

the Uco Valley, Artesano de Argento bears all the hallmarks of a uniquely Mendozan
wine.

Tasting Note

Artesano de Argento Chardonnay is pale yellow in colour with an aromatic nose
of floral, tropical fruit and honey notes. On the palate, this wine shows fresh citrus,
grass and apricot characters with medium body. A toasty, hazelnut finish can be
attributed to gentle ageing in French oak.
